Discipleship Pillar:  Faith in Action – Lighting the Way (based on 2020 CEW theme Igniting Hope)

· Start up has gone well; thanks to support of families as we begin another exciting year of learning, celebrating and worshiping together

· First school mass took place Friday, Sept. 20th @ St. Joseph’s parish; we have returned to former system of each of the two schools alternating their responsibility for running the mass (readings, singing, altar servers, etc.)
· School raised $816 for Terry Fox Foundation!  School fundraising goal of $1000 for this year and we are very grateful for all of the contributions made by families and staff
