In order to be eligible to vote for your local Catholic school board trustee you
must be registered as a separate school supporter. By ensuring that you are
accurately recorded as a Catholic school supporter you are making your voice
heard and delivering a powerful message to the government about the level of
support for publicly funded Catholic education in Ontario.
