= Oral health screening is a quick, visual oral assessment using a sterilized mouth mirror.

= The screening Is a non-invasive oral assessment which can identify potential concems.

e Oral health report cards are sent home with the children to inform parents of any dental concerns.

= The oral screening is conducted under the statutory authority of the Health Protection and Promotion Agct.
= This screening should NOT replace your child’s regular visit to the dentist.
